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CLARIFICATION ON OD40 LAST AIRPORT CODE
Background:

On January 31, 2023, the Department of Transportation (DOT)  issued a new rule called the Origin and Destination 40% (OD40) monthly ticket collection.  In the rule, the Last Airport Code, the passenger’s final destination, is to appear in the last column of the data set called “Last_Airport_Code” for every itinerary submitted.
Clarification:

This Directive provides guidance on the reporting of the last airport code in every itinerary submitted.  The last airport code, also called the final destination of each itinerary, is to be entered into the “Airport_Code” field of the first Airport Group segment that does not contain a “Scheduled Flight Year” and “Scheduled Flight Month”.  This will apply to itineraries with less than 23 segments.  For itineraries with 23 segments, the last airport code is to appear in the “Last_Airport_Code” field as initially intended.
